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Dropping Children when the Gate is Closed — Children must be escorted to the door and
received by an adult when the gate is not manned by a member of staff.

Support in schools

Children and young people should be encouraged to talk to the Mental Health Lead in their school, who can
discuss with Mindworks school-based staff whether a referral to Mindworks is appropriate, what Mindworks
service is best placed to meet their needs or what other services might better support them. If a child is not in
a Surrey state school or is not able to access support via school, then a professional working with them can
make a request for support via hitps.//mindworksrequestforsupport.sabp.nhs.uk/. GPs can also use e-RS.

Specialist support

We provide specialist mental health support for: Eating disorders, sexual trauma, children in care, care
leavers, adoptees, and those under Special Guardianship Orders affected by trauma and attachment
difficulties, Learning disabilities and young people who are isolated and/or vulnerable. A request for support
can be made on https:/imindworksrequestforsupport.sabp.nhs.ukl.

Neurodevelopmental support
